iesta

Worship

To talk about the “fiesta” concept of worship or worship
as a “fiesta” means to celebrate God’s victory in Jesus
Christ and to rejoice with the gift of life. It means that we
recognize that God comes again and again to meet his
people in every moment, in every situation, and particu-
larly as they gather to celebrate his presence.

Out of the Mexican cultural heritage comes the idea of
“fiesta—a feast.” It is a way of symbolizing the free and
exuberant love of life, “the Mariachi”™ band adds color and
excitement to any occasion. When the “Mariachi” singers
appear the “fiesta” always begins.

Excitement and Celebration

Something of that spirit of excitement and celebration
must be an integral part of every worship experience. In a
“fiesta” there is normally ample opportunity to congratu-
late the person or persons who are celebrating either a
birthday, an anniversary, a graduation, a Baptism, or
some other significant event in their lives.

Persons line up in order to give a hearty abrazo
(embrace) and thus symbolize a genuine spirit of rejoicing

with the person in his moment of joy. This also may hap- .

pen in a worship setting.

When the time comes during worship to greet each
other with a “holy kiss,” persons may embrace and com-
municate a real sense of identification with each other.

Persons who have come in a joyful mood would find
their joy increased. On the other hand, others who have
come with a broken heart or bearing life’s heavy burdens
will experience the uplift that comes about when we know
that someone else really cares. (The ebrazo in the Latin
tradition takes place not only on “fiesta” occasions but also
at funerals when persons express their sympathy and try
to comfort the bereaved.)

Recently I held a preaching mission in a local church in
Indiana. The worship on a Sunday morning took place in a

semiformal fashion. The pastor announced that I had
come from a cultural tradition that stressed the expression
of love and affection.

The pastor stated that the abrazo was a normal form of
Christian greeting. He demonstrated it as he introduced
me to the congregation and welcomed me to the commu-
nity. He casually mentioned that they could do likewise at
the end of the service.

Following the benediction, I was amazed to see the
willing and eager response on the part of everyone to
respond to this invitation. About 300 persons lined up to
give me an abrazo as if to say: “God loves you and so do
I.” Needless to say, I felt a very real support and under-
girding of the people as I began my mission.

That evening I invited them to greet one another in the
same fashion with a Christian embrace and I witnessed
the whole congregation celebrate together their oneness
in Christ. Just prior to the sermon, we sang “O Happy
Day” and people walked down the aisles to embrace one
another.

On the final evening, following an altar experience of
total commitment on the part of all the congregation, all
the pastors present stood at the chancel and everyone
lined up to embrace them and pledge their support. It
was then that the worship became a celebration of the gift
of life which is freely offered and accepted.

Most people think in terms of some future possibility
where there is a desire to find fuller life some day but not
now. Yes, but not yet! But celebration implies that an
offer is made at this moment and that this is the accepta-
ble time and that “. . . Today salvation has come to this
house . . .” (Luke 19:9). It is a way of demonstrating that
this is the day the Lord has made and therefore let us
rejoice and let us celebrate. Let us have a “fiestal”

Professor Grady Hardin included in a recent liturgy for
the Bicentennial worship packet an affirmation that reads:

“Your past is in God’s hands: rejoice and live now! The
present is being offered to you by God without reserva-
tion, rejoice and live now!” Now! This is the reason for the
“fiesta.” We are being made free to live life to the fullest
now!

Fiesta Is a Liberating Force

The worship experience as a “fiesta” is a liberating force
to persons. We normally think of the concept of liberation
as applied only to the oppressed—those who are strug-
gling for self-determination and justice. This is true, but
the other side of liberation is to apply it to the affluent in
suburbia.

Suburbanites are generally considered to be the op-
pressor, but they also are oppressed by their bondage to
all kinds of selfish concerns. They, too, must be liberated
so that the grace of Christ, whose liberating power applies
to both the oppressor and the oppressed may be truly
manifested.

The celebrative spirit in worship includes many sig-
nificant emotions such as trust, openness, thanksgiving,
forgiveness, grief, acceptance, joy, sorrow and hope.
There needs to be an opportunity for persons to express
and share these and many other emotions unashamedly.

The concept of “fiesta” in worship does not ignore the
painful situation experienced by some worshipers who at-
tend the Sunday service. Some persons come with great
burdens in their hearts: some are about to lose a loved one
with terminal illness, some are experiencing broken rela-
tionships, others face difficult decisions; and persons
come with family problems and all kinds of personal frus-
trations and failures.

There is oftentimes a need for a refuge, for silence and
the solemnity of a worship experience. I do not deny for
one moment that all of these are crucial realities. How-
ever, I am suggesting that it is possible to have an atmos-

phere of celebration in the midst of grief and brokenness
and even in a funeral service. Someone has said that if you
have nothing else to celebrate, you can celebrate your
pain and thus develop the capacity to glory in your infir-
mities. The great Spanish mystic, Saint Teresa, has writ-
ten: “Never let anything so fill you with sorrow as to make
you forget the joy of Christ risen!”

Furthermore, to celebrate or to hold a “fiesta” does not
mean that we are not sensitive to the' human condition of
the downtrodden and oppressed. We know very well that
not all is well with the world. We need to affirm that in
order to be true to the Gospel we must embrace our,
commonality with the hungry, the frustrated and the op-
pressed. There is an element of agony in the worship
experience to be sure, but then there also must be the
element of hope in the ultimate victory of God through
Jesus Christ.

The “fiesta” element in worship does not ignore for one
moment the element of awareness of struggle. We cannot
all celebrate with any degree of integrity unless it leads us
to a deeper concern for those who are beyond our im-
mediate worshiping: community. Yes, we must under-
stand the meaning of the struggle of the ethnic minority
persons, the poor, the oppressed. We must seek to iden-
tify ourselves with the plight of women who are treated as
“nonpersons” and accept our commonality with all those
who are dehumanized in some way or another, affirming
and embracing them.

The Rev. Howard Moody has successfully established
something of the “fiesta” mood in his worship service at
the Judson Memorial Church in New York city. Mr.
Moody has aptly defined the meaning of the celebration,
saying that it takes place when “a mystery called grace
keeps interrupting the tragedy and despair of our lives
with epiphanies of joy and meaning.”

We are to talk about and incarnate the meaning of hope



with all its implications while affirming that there is not a
single hopeless situation. We are to deal with the nature
of authentic hope as we affirm that the foundation of our
hope is found in a God of hope (Romans 15:13).

Someone has said that “if a person cannot hope, he or
she lives in despair, and to despair of life is to live in
death.”

It is precisely because we are committed to the Chris-
tian Gospel that we are able to say “yes” to life, instead of
a “no,” to affirm life despite its ambiguities, and to em-
brace life and call it good.

Nonverbal Communication

Another element to the celebration is the unlimited
possibility of nonverbal communication in worship.
Perhaps the “fiesta” mood provides the kind of informality
and climate that makes it possible to “hang loose™ so as to
be sufficiently relaxed and able to get in touch with
another person.

The early Christians utilized the “laying on of hands”
and the “kiss of peace” as an expression of the love and

sense of belonging to one another. Is it possible that we
might recover its meaning and do it with a sense of integ-
rity? (I do not mean any kind of artificial sentimentality,
but the authentic meaning of affirmation of the other per-
son and the fact that we belong to one another because we
belong to Christ.) Touching another person in a responsi-
ble compassionate fashion can be more powerful than a
thousand words.

To talk about celebration, the “fiesta,” really means to
talk about the Incarnation. It is a way of proclaiming that
the word became flesh! It is a way of demonstrating an
incarnational theology that affirms that God becomes
human flesh again.

We always have not known how to worship with our
mind, heart and body. We do not know what it is to let go
and experience real freedom.

Sam Keen talks about the need for “a visceral theology”
of feeling things. We need to discover the importance of
freedom of movement in the way that blacks feel it and
also the Latins, particularly the Puerto Ricans who have
learned to move as they sing and every time they worship,
to enjoy the celebration of a “fiesta.”

The “fiesta” mood in worship takes seriously a theology
of celebration, affirmation and hope. Surely one never
can disregard the other vital elements in the worship ex-
perience such as confession, illumination and commit-
ment, but undergirding all of these there always must
be the element of victory—His victory.

Celebration is not something we manufacture. It is not
something we achieve by human effort—it is a gift! It is
the gift of grace that descends into every heart abundantly
and brings about reconciliation, reunion, Resurrection
—new life and, therefore, a “fiesta.” Let us make a
feast “ . . . for this my son was dead, and is alive again;
he was lost, and is found,” and so the “fiesta” began
(Luke 15:24).

To have a “fiesta” is to celebrate our freedom, our ex-
odus, our Easter. We are pilgrims who chant on the way
to the promised land. We know that there is always the
element of risk and danger in our freedom, but neverthe-
less we follow the One who has called us from bondage
into freedom. When this happens the “fiesta” begins!
