Dear Sir:i-

i énclose you a letter received from RL. Slaughter
which explains itself. I have not had the opportunity
of writing to you before this time for the reason that-I
have been busy in the Superior Court at Tombstone and Mr.
Pattee hasibeen busy in the Federnl Court at Tucson. S0
far as conditions at Moctazuma are concerned, there is but
little that can be done.at this time. Governor Maytorena
is at heart a Huertista and will do all he can to favor
Woodward. Governor Pesqueria is a Carranza man and will
do all he can to favor R. L. Slaughter. There is trouble

brewing between Maytorena and iPesqueria in the Spate of

 Sonora. - This trouble may break out any minute. I do not

know to what extent the trouble will go but it is probablg

that there Ll e some figﬁting:?étween the two facticns.
The Pesqueria faction however has the best of it and the
factighateVilia i wiﬁning out in his bafties against
Huerta naturally strengthens Pesqueria's positione.

Ak secured an order through £he local Consul here

releasing the cattle that lir, R. L. Slaughter speaks of
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Rirhorason g ot
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as having been held up. I forwarded him the papers he

called for by a special messenger. The only thing that
can be done at present is to use diplomacy and wait until
the revolution is over. The decisions of the Courts. of
Somora at present ﬁg?ld not amount to anything if they
did not éuit'Pesquéria, fof.undoﬁbtedl§ he will be Governor.

I do not think that it is safe for me to go into
Mexico at present. I have many enemies in Mexico that I
have made in fighting law suits that would be delighted
to get a shot ateme from behind a rock. I think that this
condition will ﬁot'last-long howev¥er and the only thing
td do is to adopt a Wpatchful, waiting aﬁE}tude and take
action'as soon as conditions will permit.

Regardyﬁhe banking propésitidn at Moctezuma I
believe that it is a splendid idéa and would take some
stock myself but I do not think that it is the proper time
to consider a venture of that kind at present and whether
or not it will ever b€ a propositicn that can be seriously
considered will depend 3%on the result_of peace in Mexico.
If we get peace in Mexicc in a way that will cause the Mexiecans
to respect the Americans and give them fair treatment then the
banking Qroposition Would be a splendid one but if peace is
secured or brought about in such a way as not to cause the MMexicans

to respect the Americans then I would say that the banking

business or any other business would, be profitable for Americans.

Dear Brother:=-

I have just been served with the papers in two law-suits
involving the Woodward notes, brought respectively by J. H. Slaughter,
and the Bank of Bisbee, Blmwood & Ross, Attorneys, at Bisbee Arizona.
These cases are set for September 19th, at Tombstone, I was also
served two garnishments by the same. people to show what interest each
one of us held in the Slaughter Land and Cattle Company, These cases
at Douglas, September, 9th.

Judge Richardscn is away and will return Sunday at which time
I will meet him and Judge Pattee and place these cases in their hands,
as I know of no better Attorneys out here. I do nct know of =2ny reascn
why these cases were brought at this particular time, unless it was
caused by the negotiaticns toward a compromise that are now pending, and
Mr. Ellis thought to intimidate us by having these suits broughb and
I think he is the prime mover in these proceedings.

I will take steps to get this case in good shape right away, and
I believe that we can win it. Now in regards to the compromise lr. Ro=-
madke who returned from Mexico day before yesterday, showed me a pe?sonal
letter from Voodward in which he treated our offer with scorn. However
I do not think Woodward will answer us officialy until Romadke has re-
turned to Los Angeles, which will probably be in one week. Romadke insis-
ted on further discussion of the matter and intimatéd that Woodward

would throw in the Tambor Farms before cutting off negotiations. Iy



D.A.RICHARDSON S.L.PATTEE
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answer was this; after Woodward has made this concession I will propose

~~that he and Romadke will me#&t Richardson and I at Tucson at an early

date for a friendly discusion of the remaining differences that m=y

exist between us. If he accepts my offer it wyill be v¢;tua1y asplit
the differeﬁce" compromise. I have his matter over seriously
and consider it best for us to make a compromise, on the best terms
possible of course, but any way to make'it. Briefly my reasons are:

b

the character of the man we are dealing with, 2. The unsettled state-
of Mexico,
3« The absence of his wife's signature,
4. My inabibity to procure the services of a suitabie attorney,
5e The great expense and long time ihvolved in litigations
6. The lost opportunities and wasted abilities that will be chnredd

On the other hand we will know what we own and be able to en-
large our business at the oauspicious time during the reconstructian
days immediately following the war. This is an opportunity that all the
border Americans are prepared to grasp. Uﬁder his present proposition
I contend that we are getting all that we ﬁay for at a fair valuation,
and if he will return to us the Tambor Farm and ascessories we could
afford to #ccept withoué-further condition. Of course I will hald out
a few months for é}l that I can get. After reading this letter caréfully
and if you agree with its contents please write me a letter stating that
you autﬁorize me to act in this matter for us both and to abide by thke
my decision. Fbr this reason when the time comes to act it will be

difficult to have you bPresent, you

. can see the point I wily state further
that if '
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it becomes necessary I expect to give up the Jorquipa Rancﬁ and split

the remaiﬂing difference in money or I will keep the ranch and pay

the note . The First NationaB Bank note will be due at once and I

intend to pay the interest and renew for sixty days, and to sign for

the company adding your signature and m;ne to satisfy the Bank. I

have taken ﬁﬁ%@b steps to remove the cattle until after Villa who is

now in Nodales has taken such acﬁion ags he sees fit. I feel sure

that he will place the affairs in Sonora on some temporary basis that

should last a month or two anyway, during that time I hope to export

the cattle we bought as well as the marketable cattze off the ranch.

I can contend with the war or with Woodward but the combination is

too strong for me. When I dodge one I am blocked by the otherimk

but when peace is established and "oodward out of the company, I

should be able to proceed Tapidly and feel certain to make good money.
Feeling the absolute necessity of keeping a set of bookd I

have arranged With-the secretary of the Ma Bibi Company, a young Eng-

lishman residing here, to open a complete set of books and to keep the

same for $20.00 a month, so that on January 1lst., we can strike a l

ballance and know where we stand. I think I will send a copy cf this

letter to We Bse for his information.

Dear Brother:-

Judge Richardson has not returned_to his office, but will
probab¥y do so tomorTow, when I will see him in regard to our law-suit.
I have just interviewed lMir. Packard, and paid the interest and $1000.00
on our note and made a new note for $9000.00 mand told them to send it
to you for your signature. I indorsed this note for our company by me
and also by me individual.Mr. Packard agrees with me that I had better
wait about one week to see how the new state of affairs are adjusting
themselves before béminning on any exportation. He thinké I may bhe able
to get out on a $5.00 basis and I am perfectly willing to pay that amount.
Received a letter from R.L. this morning stating that he had a line-up
with Villa in which he thought he could get me out freeof duty in the
next thirty days. Now there was never but two men who interflered with
my exportation, one of theln “olanel Calles, who has been fired by Villa
and the other the Prefect at Cumpas, named Riviera, who claimed he was
only acting under orders from Calles, hence I am pleased with the turn
of affairs.

Now in rezard to the comnromise I had another talk with Mr.
Romadka last night he outlined the proposition that he would advise
Woodward to make us in answer fo ours, like this; he to give us the Tambora
Farms snd deliver us twelve hundred head of cattle in bunches of four

hundred head every four months so that the delivery will be combpleted

in one year., We to give back the Joriquipa Ranch and pay those notés
