


MOUNTAIN VIEW CEMEYTERY

This cemetery is around the Mountain View Baptist Church. It is one
mile south of US 270. Turn south on the second road east of the Enron
Gas Plant. The church is on the east side of the black top road. There is a
gate in the west fence with a drive going east then south to another gate.
This is a well-kept cemetery. The Mountain View Baptist Church was
founded July 30, 1905. Mr. Lou Bair gave two acres of ground for a site
for a church and cemetery. There are some unknown graves and perhaps
unmarked graves, but 244 graves are listed. The earliest headstone is
1906. '
